Purpose : The purpose of the contract rider is to present the optimal requirements anticipated for this
performance. PURCHASER agrees to provide at it's own expense the following items and/or services
in the manner specified.

Payments: Make all checks payable to BaliDali Productions, Inc.

Stage: A stage of at least twenty-two feet (22') in width, by sixteen feet (16') in depth, by two feet (2')
high.

Lodging and ground transportation: PRESENTER is to provide lodging: 1 Suite and 3 single rooms
in a safe, clean, quality hotel. If the ARTIST should be coming by plane: A comfortable and clean van
will meet ARTISTS and all ground transportation between venue, hotel & airport to be provided by
PURCHASER.

Hospitality: On Stage: 10 Hand towels (white) & room temp (6) four pint bottles of Poland Spring
water, (12) eight pint bottles of Poland Spring water. Dressing Room/Backstage: Two dressing rooms
with coat-rack or closet with hangers, electric Iron and board, sofas or large chairs, and full length
mirrors: Bottled water, juices (Diet Cranberry, Apple, Orange, etc), cold sodas (Pepsi, Diet Pepsi, &
Root Beer) and snacks: various fruits & veggies; deli platter with fresh turkey, bologna, Virginia ham,
cheeses; fresh whole wheat breads and condiments; hot coffee and tea plus honey, Splenda, and
lemon.

Merchandising: ARTIST may sell their posters, t-shirts, programs, CD's, DVDs, videos, etc. and may
set all prices and keep 100% of sales.

No deductions/taxes: It is fully understood and agreed that no deductions whatsoever are to be taken
from the contract price contained herein. Purchaser shall pay and hold Artist and Provider harmless of
and from any and all taxes, fees, dues and the like relating to the engagement hereunder and sums
payable to Artist shall be free of such taxes, fees, dues and the like.

Recording/taping _requirements : ARTIST shall have the sole and exclusive right to film, record, tape
or otherwise reproduce and embody, any and all performances by ARTIST, including without limitation
audio tape, visual tape and any other audio-visual process or solely visual process. No other recording,
filming or taping of this performance here under will be permitted without ARTISTS prior written
permission.

Insurance: PURCHASER agrees to indemnify and save harmless Artist and its servants or agents
from any and all claims, liabilities, loss, demands or actions whatsoever for ay personal injuries, death
or property damages to any persons attending the affair hereby contracted for duc and any reason or
cause whatsoever. Venue agrees to procure and continue in effect a comprehensive general liability
insurance policy naming the ARTIST as insured with respect to personal injury and property damage
liability arising in any manner in connection with the performance, with minimum liability limits of
$1,000,000 per occurrence for personal inquiry or death and $250,000 for property damage in any one
occurrence. At the request of the ARTIST, VENUE will furnish ARTIST with a certificate or certificates
evidencing such coverage.

Sound and Backline Reguirements:

NOTE: Sound is very important to this production. It is essential that a Professional sound Engineer be
available to set up and run this show. Please have 2 people available at the venue to help with load-in
and set-ups.

Soundboard must be located in the house, in a position that will allow operator full ability to monitor
sound levels. P.A. System should be capable of clean, undistorted 110cB at all seats in the house.
No hum or buzz is acceptable as the show has a wide dynamic range. A center cluster is greatly
appreciated.

One sound console with at least 16 inputs, 4 band equalization, high bass filter, and two fold back
channels (one for Robbi Kumalo, and one for Band) post equalization.

*Effects: 4 Channels Limiter/Compressor, DBx160x, DBx900 or equivalent, monitor mix and house mix.
4-1/3 Octave Graphic Equalizers, one for each monitor mix and 2 for the house mixes.

1/3 Octave Graphic Equalizer on each mix. Six Bi-amped wedges required (Meyer UMI or equivalent
quality) at least 3 separate mixes Sends re to be post graphic-Equalization. Reverb will be used for
vocals.

ELECTRICAL: Two 15 Amp Edison 110V AC circuits--on separate AC legs, isolated ground--to install
our Power Conditioner, which feeds PDE equipment; the service should be the same service as the
house PA. Note: Other AC tie-ins possible with advance consultation only (incl.: 30 Amp/110V,
20Amp/220V)

Load-in and sound check:  Sound system and lighting system shall be up and operational 1 hour prior
to Artist’s load-in time. Load-in shall be 3-4 hours prior to house opening. Sound check shall be for a
length up to 2 hours.

Presenter to provide professional sound and lighting personnel to run sound and lights during full sound
check and during the show.

Additional Crew: At least 2 stage hands to help with load-in/out and during the show as needed.
